1. If a student is not ready to take Trigonometry or Statistics at Hinds, he or she may take Sociology (SOC 2113) and take Trigonometry or 
Statistics at Mississippi State. 

2. Students who have completed two years of the same language in high school and have the proficiency may begin that same language at the 
intermediate level and satisfy this requirement.    At the current time, Hinds does not teach French III and IV.  All students must achieve 
language proficiency through the third semester level.
